Working without a motorcycle or truck, we as-
sisted only a few nearby villages and focused 
solely on planting trees and improving their agri-
culture.  I lived without electricity and water in 
the home.  I danced in the streets with others 
when the spring rains came, stayed through politi-
cal upheavals, and have earned their love and 
respect.   
 
We now currently serve over 27 villages, working 
in everything from soil conservation and trees, to 
adult literacy, spring capping, water filtration, 
ministry, and promoting the use of leaves from 
the moringa tree as a nutritional supplement. 
 
This year brought greater hardship than ever.  
Four hurricanes last summer forced many people 
out of their homes and destroyed their crops and 
animals.  Because of this, we decided that we 
needed to focus some time and energy on hu-
manitarian relief.  Over 5 tons of food and seed 
was distributed early in the year to those hardest 
hit in each mountain community.   

As I look to the next 10 years, we want to influence 
change on a national level in reforestation and stew-
ardship of the environment from a biblical perspec-
tive.  We will gradually move away from direct in-
volvement at the village level for most of our activi-
ties and focus on teaching at a hands-on educational 
site.  This will allow  people  from throughout  Haiti 
to come and learn while hearing the message about

There have been times that I have been overwhelmed 
with sadness and frustration with the conditions in 
Haiti, but at the same time, it has brought me even 
greater joy knowing that we can change things; that
